Rage, Reckoning & Remedy 

In these times, a shifting world is upon us—one that demands a close examination of equality, 
freedom, and humanity. At the center of that critical examination are issues of race, colonialism, 
and the legacies of slavery. As communities demand an end to racial inequality, the urgency to 
grapple with the pains and realities of the past comes front and center. 

While the history of slavery has been robustly centered in the United States, in reality, these 
global enterprises flourished the world over, creating human subjects and chattel of men, 
women, and children, in North America, South America, the Caribbean, the Pacific Islands, 
Australasia and other lands. Portuguese ships alone carried millions of Africans into slavery 
over a period of four centuries from the mid-15th century. 

Even after slavery’s formal abolition, colonization became a rebranded form of human 
subjugation and subordination, seen vividly through the lenses of Europe’s imperial reaches into 
Asia and Africa, a precursor for modern forms of slavery and the predatory ways in which 
modern societies exploit the non-human environment. The violence and exploitation that 
resulted remains a point of social, legal, cultural and even ecological trauma today. 

At the 2022 Global Law and Society meeting in Portugal, we will place these urgent issues at 
the forefront of our engagement, drawing upon law, history, art, sociology, psychology, politics 
and culture to give serious attention to the past, while drawing lessons and hope for the future. 

Plenary sessions will take up these concerns and center important research and conversations 
about dismantling and reimagining social, legal, and political structures that perpetuate and 
instantiate racism and inequality in society. That is, even though slavery and colonialism are 
tragic common bonds and legacies in the modern world, this meeting will unpack how to move 
forward to forge more equitable societies.

Sociology of Law and Justice of the Portuguese Association of Sociology, and the Socio-Legal Studies Association (SLSA). 

We also welcome the graduate students who will be taking part in this historic meeting and in our pre-conference 

Graduate Student and Early Career Workshop.  

We thank our hosts, ISCTE University Institute of Lisbon and its Rector, Maria de Lurdes Rodrigues, and the Local 

Arrangements Committee led by Susana Santos and Pierre Guibentif, for their support in bringing this meeting to 

fruition. Thank you also to the Law and Society Executive Office, who have been the engine room driving this 

conference, the CRN and IRC Chairs, and to our wonderful colleagues on the Lisbon Program Committee, all of whom 

worked tirelessly to put together the Program you see here.  

And most of all, we welcome and thank each of you and appreciate the journey you have taken to join us. 

Our Aims 

We gather in Lisbon, during the time of pandemic, in the wake of racial uprising, and in a moment marked by greater 

concern for women’s rights, LGBTQ equality, and disability justice. Indeed, this year’s theme, Rage, Reckoning, and 

Remedy refers to the need to inquire and understand the past in order to make sense of the present and move more 

equitably into the future. As Co-Chairs, we believe these times demand a close examination of equality, freedom, and 

humanity. At the center of that critical examination are issues of race, colonialism, and the legacies of slavery. As 

communities call for an end to racial inequality, the urgency to grapple with the pains and realities of the past comes 

front and center. 

While the history of slavery has been robustly centered in the United States, these global enterprises flourished the 

world over, creating human subjects and chattel of men, women, and children, in North America, South America, the 

Caribbean, the Pacific Islands, Australasia and other lands.

These realities have been brought into stark relief by the challenging times we continue to face, not the least of which 

include the continuing threat of the global COVID-19 pandemic. At Lisbon, we hope you will place these urgent issues at 

the forefront of our engagement, drawing upon law, history, art, sociology, psychology, politics, and culture to give 

serious attention to the past, while drawing lessons and hope for the future. 

We aim to take up these concerns and center important research and conversations about dismantling and reimagining 

social, legal, and political structures that perpetuate and instantiate racism and inequality in society. That is, even 
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though slavery and colonialism are tragic common bonds and legacies in the modern world, with this meeting we will 

unpack how to move forward to forge more equitable societies. 

Sessions, Roundtables, Book Panels, and Plenaries  

Our program for Lisbon is formidable. We have over 4,500 participants in this year’s meeting. It engages social, legal, 

cultural, economic, and ecological issues crucial to every country and the world as a whole. Panels include important 

discussions examining equality, freedom, and humanity, including critical examination of issues related to race, 

colonialism, and the legacies of slavery. Most of the sessions take the familiar form of panels. The panel chair introduces 

panelists, who present their papers. A discussant comments on these papers; and the audience has their say as well. 

Some sessions will be crowded; some will have smaller audiences. All of them will try to leave room for questions and 

observations from the audience.   

There will also be roundtable sessions in which scholars exchange ideas about a particular subject. Author Meets Reader 

sessions focus on recently published books on law and society. The meeting includes three Plenary Sessions, led by a 

slate of first-rate law and society scholars from all over the world, that take up intellectual and policy developments in 

our field and relating to the theme. Finally, professional development panels concern such matters as research 

publication, public outreach, and research methodology. Please be sure to check out the Global Café, where 

representatives of socio-legal associations from all around the world will discuss Collaborations, Positioning, Journals, 

and the Next Generation. 

There are many ways to be involved and continue the conversation beyond the panels and plenaries, and beyond this 

conference. The LSA has created Collaborative Research Networks (CRNs), which cluster together groups of scholars who 

have interests and methodological approaches in common (listed at https://www.lawandsociety.org/collaborative-

research-networks/). Many CRNs have open business meetings listed in the program, which is another way to connect 

with them. International Research Collaboratives (IRCs, https://www.lawandsociety.org/international-research-

collaboratives/) are also sponsoring conference panels. IRCs are temporary groups of scholars, formed to pursue a 

specific scholarly project, with participation of global South scholars funded by a grant from the National Science 

Foundation to the LSA. We have 41 IRC’s present at this conference! RCSL has incubated Working Groups, which revolve 

around a common theme, which will be represented in Lisbon ( https://rcsl.hypotheses.org/working-groups). Details of

Language and Accessibility 

This is our second multi-lingual conference, after Mexico City in 2017. Papers have been submitted in English and 

Portuguese, given our situation at the heart of the Portuguese-speaking world, which includes Angola, Brazil, Cape 

Verde, East Timor, Guinea Bissau, Macau, Mozambique, Portugal, & São Tomé and Príncipe. A number of sessions, 

including the Portuguese-language plenary panel on July 14, will be translated simultaneously into English. With the idea 

of expanding the language choice being to broaden access to the global socio-legal community, we have also accepted 

and hope you will engage with panels in other languages, while recognizing that English remains the lingua franca of our 

discipline and a common language for many of us.   

In light of the ongoing global COVID-19 pandemic, Lisbon will be the first hybrid LSA conference. The hybrid format 

allows for those who cannot travel to Lisbon to have the opportunity to attend aspects of the conference virtually. This 

includes making some on-site activities and presentations available to virtual participants, and also facilitating 

completely virtual options for scholars who cannot attend in-person. Of the nearly 960 sessions, 249 sessions will be 

held online, in addition to the in-person events that will be made available to virtual participants. 

Other Conference Events and Activities  

In addition to the regular conference program, there are also a number of special events. On Wednesday, Maria de 

Lurdes Rodrigues (Rector of ISCTE), Michele Goodwin (University of California, Irvine, Co-Chair of the Program 

Committee), and Susana Santos (ISCTE-CIES_ISCTE, Co-Chair of the Local Arrangements Committee) will offer welcoming 
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words ahead of the first plenary, which will be followed by a Welcome Reception at the Pateo da Gale. Many 

associations and networks will be holding members’ meetings, and on Thursday evening some will be hosting drinks, 

dinner and dancing around the City. Check the program, and look out for social media and other notices to connect with 

them.  

Lisbon is, of course, one of the great cities of the world and a cultural, legal, and political hub. The Local Arrangements 

Committee has organized tours and special events, which are listed in the program.  

We hope that you will have a great experience of this conference wherever you are in the world. For those in Lisbon, we 

urge you to take advantage of the many wonderful aspects of this great city, make use of the opportunities to meet new 

people, and broaden your understanding of the global links between law and society. Again, our most sincere welcome 

to all of you.
